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Abstract (English):  Software solutions which require dynamic adding and changing of functionality while software is running have sometimes been known to use the plugin system concept for implementation. This approach suggests that the existing functionality of the software should be decomposed into modules that are implemented as independent plugins. This paper presents the meta-programming based Python software library named "simple_plugins" that offers easy and rapid development of expandable systems for the automatic registration of plugins. This library also offers automatic deactivation of individual plugins, depending on the software's run-time environment. Software library and its source code is publicly available under the BSD Open Source license.
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
