SERBIAN STUDENTS’ PERCEPTION OF GREEK EDUCATIONAL SYSTEM
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Abstract: Higher education is an optional final stage of formal learning that occurs after secondary education. Often delivered at universities, academies, colleges, seminaries, and institutes of technology, higher education is also available through certain college-level institutions, including vocational schools, trade schools, and other career colleges that award academic degrees or professional certifications. The purpose of this paper is to present Greek and Serbian educational system, and to compare those two.
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
