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SUMMARY 
Cultural events increase the attractiveness of the destination and they are the main reason of attracting visitors who are 

interested in cultural heritage, gastronomy, tradition and customs of a particular destination. The change of habits and needs of 
contemporary tourists imply a greater search for experiences, thus, experiences and events become the main travel reason of tourists.
